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EDUARD ANGELI VENICE

Venice, Correr Museum

Eduard Angeli (Vienna, 1942) is a leading figure on the contemporary Austrian art scene and this exhibition presents the results of his most recent expressive research.

Organized by Musei Civici Veneziani, in collaboration with Galerie Jan Krugier & Cie, Geneva and curated by Giandomenico Romanelli, the exhibition offers forty-five works on canvas and paper, including many of larger dimensions, carried out over the last eight years and concentrating exclusively on Venetian themes.

Eduard Angeli’s Venice is one that is a place of the spirit, a space without time, an allegory of an existential condition. 

The artist has travelled far over the years, working on enigmatic narration and always using a painting technique that excels in artistry, often applied to works of large dimensions. 

He first came to Venice in 2001 and since then has spent long periods of time in the city, until he finally settled down in a house-studio on the Lido, overlooking the lagoon and the historical city centre. 

Venice has become a dominant theme ever since. 

Painted on untreated jute or paper, with charcoal, sanguine chalk and a careful, frugal use of colour, Angeli's Venetian works are visions, fades, omens - Horizons in which the sea and sky merge, nights that are cut by a ray of light, fleeting perspectives without detail, like deserted, inaccessible theatre sets or wings, or delicate monochrome surfaces.

A narration that is suspended, full of symbolism, with the authenticity of a dream.

And, just like a dream, with their invocations they are able to restore that profound sensation of an existential solitude that art both expresses and surpasses.
